Learn free motion stitching & where & how to use new & different kinds of threads……..
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Photos of some designs you’ll learn…..  
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1. Fabric Sandwiches
· 10-12 of these in approximately 10x10” to 12x12” sizes (exact size not important)…or if you want to save your samples in a notebook, cut 8 x 10’s  to fit in sheet protectors. 
Notes

· Use black or dark fabric on the top and light on the bottom so you can write which thread you used on the back if you decide to keep a notebook of the samples we sew.

· Top should be a very dark or very light SOLID color so that the stitching will show.  Batting should be cotton or wool (not polyester)

· Come with these fabric sandwiches assembled and ready to go---use spray to hold them together (or just iron them together for this)….not pins.

2. Basic Sewing Supplies
· Scissors

· Pins

· Ripper

· etc.

3. Sewing Machine

Machine Requirements

· Cleaned & in good working order (teacher is not a sewing machine mechanic!)   Bring sewing machine instruction book to be safe.

· Zigzag capability
· Free Motion Capability --  Be able to lower your feed dogs (or cover them with tape).  Be sure you know how to do this BEFORE you come.
Machine Accessories
· Proper Feet
· Free motion or darning foot is essential.  Find one before you come and know how to attach it. Test it before coming! (Bernina #29 is a see-through free motion quilting foot I’d recommend for Berninas).

· Optional: couching or braiding foot (# 21 if you have a Bernina).  You can do this couching with your regular #1 foot, but it is SO much easier to do with a couching foot as this foot has a hole to put the yarn that you’re couching down through and a channel under the foot so you can just drag it along.  Carol will bring as many of these Bernina couching feet to sell as she can, but if you have another machine, do look into getting one.  Different machines call this foot a “couching, braiding, cording, and even beading” foot.  You want the one that best allows you to put the yarns through a hole to drag them along. A good option is listed below……
· If you don’t have a couching foot for your sewing machine, go to Creative Feet at http://www.sewingmachinefeet.com/sequins.html and get the Sequins N Ribbons foot and the Accessory package. The internet price is reduced too.  This is an excellent foot for the tasks we will do in class and works on all sewing machines (though with Bernina, you will need the adaptor and the Bernina foot #21 works well).  I highly recommend this foot for Janome, H/Viking, Elna, Baby Lock and other machines as it works better than the ones you can buy for those specific machines.

· Knee lift—if you have one, do bring it as it helps with couching and table top part if possible
· Extra bobbins---one to be filled with YLI Invisible thread, & one with regular thread 
· Package of 90/14 Quilting Needles – Carol will have these available in class for $5.50

4. Miscellaneous
· Pillow for seat to raise you up for classroom comfort and ease.

· Drawing paper and pencil to practice drawing designs before stitching them.
· Small bottle of Sewer’s Aid (optional but useful) $6.00. On sale in class too.

5. Threads

So many students have trouble finding these 30 wt, 12 wt. & specialty threads, that Carol now brings a selection of the following threads to sell directly to you in class. Often students need to see the threads demonstrated to see the effects, & we will do that in class! I hope you will support my investment in these threads and buy them from me. If you already have these threads in your stash at home, do bring them.  But… if you don’t have them, please do not go out & buy them. Please WAIT to buy them right in class since I will be bringing them right to you.
