In this workshop students will be creating units that are cut from long strips then sewn together and remade in a Seminole pattern. The strips can be very colorful and are suitable for use in a small quilt, wall hanging or garment. Even if you have done Seminole piecing, you will be challenged to take it to another level. American Indians originally developed the piecing technique, thus the name.

· Fabric in a variety of prints and solids (both contrasting and matching fabrics) in 1/4 yard to 1 yard pieces

· A pattern (if student is making a garment, Rachel will have her patterns available for a $15 fee).

· Base fabric muslin or flannel (in amount of fabric required by your pattern or project)

· Extension cord

· Iron

· Basic sewing kit

· Pens and pencils

· Note pad

· Pattern or examination table paper

· Paper that is suitable for paper piecing (full day only)

· Rotary cutter and board

· Omnigrid or Quilter’s ruler

· Sense of adventure and Humor
