Limbs: Abstract and Figurative Supplies

Sewing machine, general sewing supplies including: rotary cutter, mat, straight pins, scissors

15 pieces of fabric no less then 18” x 18”- make sure you have an assortment of light, medium and dark fabrics.  This technique works well with hand dyes. Abstract Textural Surfaces With Canvas Supplies
Sewing machine, general sewing supplies including:  rotary cutter, mat, straight pins, scissors.

5 pieces of medium weight canvas, dyed,  20” x 20”

Six strand embroidery thread, at least 3 colors, needles for embroidery thread, thimble and small pliers.

If you want me to dye a packet of 5 pieces of canvas, you can buy the kit from me and I will bring it to the workshop.  The kits of dyed canvas are $45.00. Please make arrangements for this, 2 weeks before the workshop.  Email with questions, kathyanneart@mac.com
Mixed Media Fiber Journal Supplies
One sheet of Fabriano Artistico 140lb hot press watercolor paper, 22” x 30”.  You can buy this type of paper from Dick Blick on the internet. This is a sturdy paper that will not break when folded like some other watercolor papers. 
Gel medium (small jar) and a brush to apply the medium to use as glue in your journal.  I use matte gel so it doesn’t get shiny on the surface.  

A few colors of liquid acrylics or watercolors.  We will color the paper in class using either watercolors, or liquid acrylics.  Mixed with water these dry quickly, so we will be able to work on them later in the workshop.  You are welcome to color you pages before you come to the workshop, or use the pages in their original state.  

Other supplies for this workshop will fit in a gallon plastic baggie, you won’t need much.  I will also have scraps for you to use during the workshop.  Bring a selection of scraps of fabric, ribbon, magazine cutouts, old photographs to cut up, whatever you can think of to collage. 

Instructions on how to cut and fold watercolor paper for traveling:

Cut or tear the paper into 3 – 10” x 22” pieces.  Once cut you have choices of folding.  We will make a base journal containing 12 pages of 8” x 10” with fold in flaps on some of the pages. There are 2 ways to fold paper.  First way - fold in 8” on one side, then fold in a flap on the other side that is 6”.  Second way - fold the sheet in half and fold 3” flaps in on each side.  Choose whatever way you would like to fold your paper to the correct size with flaps.  This will give you a 10” x 8” packet for ease of travel.

If you would like to me to bring you a kit of the paper cut and folded, the kit is $7.00 You will need to make arrangements with me 2 weeks before the workshop.

Extreme Textural Surfaces Supplies

Sewing machine, general sewing supplies such as rotary cutter, mat, scissors, straight pins, thread.

Several colors of embroidery thread and needles for that type of thread.  If you can crochet or knit, you may want a little yarn and some crochet hooks or knitting needles.  Combining other needle arts is a great way to texture a surface. 

An small assortment of items such as, recycled pieces of quilts or clothing, buttons, yarn, ribbon, left over pieces from other artwork or quilts, hemp on a roll.  

Great place to use decent size scraps. I will have some pieces of fabric from my stash you are welcome to use.  There should be paper scraps also to incorporate. Fat quarter pieces are a good scrap size.

One package of wire 23 to 28 gauge.  Your choice of color for example brass, copper, black or silver.  Craft wire comes in a variety of color.  The gauge will determine how easy it is to bend and work with, so stick within the gauge noted.

5- ½ yard pieces of fabric for a base of some of the texture ideas.  They may or may not show, depending on the design.  This can be canvas in a medium weight, or something in that range of thickness.  

We will be stretching with this subject, if you have ideas you may want to try, go ahead and bring the materials to see if you can work them in.

Think about how much you can get done in a day and try not to over do your supplies, especially if you are traveling.

Beginning Digital Printing on Fabric

There will be a $15.00 kit fee for this workshop.  The kit will contain 4” x 6”  pieces of lutradur, tyvec, pimatex cotton, organdy and watercolor paper already prepared to print on a small format inkjet printer.  You will print your images on the prepared fabric.  The kit will also contain watercolor paper to start a small collage or journal from your prints.  

Small container of gel medium to be used as glue. 

Scotch ½” double face permanent tape

Jump drive of around 10 images to be used for printing during the workshop.  We will print around 6 images.  Make the images a variety, scenery, shapes, people, landscape… The images should saved as follows:  150 dpi, 4” x 6” in size, jpg format.  If you need any help with this, please email me at kathyanneart@mac.com
Scraps, found objects, little stuff you may want to use in collage with your images.  I will bring things you can use from my stash.

You will receive a handout with complete instructions on precoating and digitally printing fabric and paper.  You may want to jot some notes on the discussions of this process, so bring a notebook or paper.
